This course will provide an introduction to many subfields of Biology.  A variety of labs, lectures, papers, and exams will cover such topics as Biochemistry, Cell Biology, Molecular Biology, Physiology, Genetics, Evolutionary Biology and Ecology.  To succeed in Biology a student must:

1. Follow the Uniform Discipline Code of the Chicago Public Schools.

2. Show self-respect and respect for classmates, the school, and the teacher.

3. Arrive on time, ready to work, with notebook, pen, and any required materials.

4. Complete and submit work on time.

Grades: Homework, lab reports, papers, exams, quizzes, and projects or parts thereof will be graded on a 0-100 pt. scale. Number scores will be converted to letter grades as shown below. The length and difficulty of assignments will determine their point value. The grading scale used is consistent with that listed on Chicago Public School Progress Report. This scale is no more useful or valid than any other; a higher or lower scale does not indicate in any way the difficulty of a course or the difficulty in obtaining a specific grade. Some assignments will be submitted partially or completely with your lab partners; all students in the lab group share the responsibility for completing and submitting group assignments and all will share the grade.  Plagiarism, turning in the work of others as your own, not following test rules, or cheating of any sort will result in a grade of zero on an assignment and possible disciplinary action.
